HOW TO CONTROL MEEDIO WITH THE GIRDER "COMMAND" COMMAND

e First, go into Meedio Configuration, and on the FULL-TIME PLUGIN tab, enable the ' WM
COMMAND' plugin. Go into the WM Command plugin's settings, and see what is listed under the
Target Window Class Name. If it doesn't say "H2-WM-COMMAND" (without the quotes), then type
that exactly (all-caps, t0o.) Thanksto bunker12 for explaining this clearly in a post somewhere on the
meedio forums.

e Now, in Girder, makea"MUTE" command (or use my .GML file), go to the COMMAND tab, and
choose COMMAND. Set the "WPARAM" # to the same GRAY number listed for the MUTE command
on the INPUT tab of the Meedio Configuration application. In the image below, that # for meis"32":
(of course you can make any command; MUTE isjust the example I'm using here.)
