RE-INSTALL STEPS

Pre-requisites  to installing from scratch
Note that the wiz.bin file contains favorites data and the sage.properties file contains the settings of SageTV and STV and Import data.

Install to PC (outside of SageTV)  Ignore these steps if you have already done them of'course.

· Install latest Haupauge tuner card drivers

· Install latest Nvidia video card drivers

· Install latest usb-uirt drivers

· Install latest Nvidia decoders (not free) or use the default decoder that comes with SageTV if you choose.

· Install latest Java runtime files.

· Install and configure latest DirMon and Show Analyzer

· Reboot computer (obviously)

Download latest SageTV and extras: (June 2, 2006)

· Backup the entire SageTV folder inside <C:\Program Files>
· Get SageTV_V5_0_4 Setup.exe or latest full release here (or beta thread here).

· SageMC_169_5_10.zip or latest usually found in the “most popular files” section of the downloads area here 

· Instead of SageMC_169_Latest.zip (which is just the xml file), get the one now updated by flachbar called sagemc16x9-addon-build-v61.zip or latest from here (thread here).  This is also just the xml file + some extras but is now being updated by flachbar “until mlbdude picks up development of it again”.

Install the SageTV Base package beta threads here
MAKE A COPY OF THE ENTIRE SAGETV FOLDER FOR BACKUP!
· Copy back over the ‘wiz.bin’ file and the ‘channel logos’ folder, sage.properties and sageclient.properties files OR you may simply change the lines for them as specified.
change the scheduling lookahead line to reflect scheduling_lookahead=1296000000  which = 15 days

copy over the UI/RC_mapping lines

· Optional: Install the SageMC at this point if needed and any add-ons

· Start SageTV and go through standard setup if prompted.

· Change detailed video/audio settings to reflect Nvidia video default render and Nvidia video decoder, enable SageTV server and configure placeshifter settings.  Close SageTV and re-start.

Install SageMC STV package

Note that this is NOT an import but that both the main STV and the latest interim development builds are full STV replacements.  Even though we still call SageMC an STV, now by default, the standard naming convention for the STV is .xml.  When choosing to use this STV in detailed setup following its installation, we need to choose the SageMC .xml file and not the .stv file.
· Extract SageMC and flachbar’s latest stv (.xml) replacement build (v6.10 at last look) to standard location (c:\Program Files\SageTV\SageTV). 

· Use flachbar’s latest SageMC build (contains the .xml file).  

· Change default view for schedule from “all” to “conflicts” by using the remote button for ‘options’.

Note that the standard location for all .zip extractions of all STV replacements and Imports is C:\Program Files\SageTV\SageTV unless otherwise stated.


Delete Partial Recordings

This option is added to the main settings screen and may be available in DirMon as well.  DirMon is part of the Commercial Skipping package by Dragon Global and is required to keep its counterpart Show Analyzer running.
Movie Times 
· Extract MTSA.zip (original website here) into c:\MovieTimes and make sure it runs (it takes about 5 minutes over 1gb DSL)

· Use Windows Task Manager to put the executable on a daily schedule to run

and import the STVi file (rename to xml for importing to SageMC).  Download the import from here.


Detailed instructions regarding specific MovieTimes setup procedures are included in the PDF.  It’s really straight forward once you have done it.

· Extract file containing single xml import to ..\sagetv\sagetv\STVs\SageTV3

· Import the .xml file into SageTV

· Add the menu item from the internal screen called ‘custom menus by Malore’.

Glassy Selection Bars – We like purple (re-import not necessary)

· Download all colors in one zip file from here.

· Once you have found your color (separate zip file), unzip it to the default directory.

Color Coded Guide Bars
· Download both from here and extract either the Bright Color Coded Guide Bars.zip or the Dark Color Coded Guide Bars.zip to the standard location.
· It is recommended that you set your 'Guide Black Text' in SageMC Options to 0xAAAAAA for the dark guide bar set and leave at default 0X000000 for the light one.
Sports (incl. non-event & talk) = Green

Movies = Dark Purple

News = Red

Specials (and Holiday Specials) = Yellow

Children (and Children Specials) = Light Purple

Animated = Light Blue

Documentary = Brown

Default = Blue
